The machine has a 2 port engine, 4 speed gearbox and duplex cradle frame with forged steel backbone and

integral sidecar lugs. 
Prop stand, flexible mounted handlebars and tank instrument panel are other features of this luxury mount.

The machine was despatched to Hackford Motors, Brixton on 22nd August 1935 and still has the factory fitted
engine, as BSA club research has pointed out. 

This sporty thirties machine has been nicely restored and is a good runner.
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
